You may dispose of regular household items such 
as small furniture, bags of trash, small metal items such as 
toasters, small television, etc.  Please limit your material to 
weigh no more than 50lbs per item.  All Bulk material must 
be placed at the curb the evening before pickup.  Material 
excluded from pick up are:  computers, printers, monitors 
and like equipment; large appliances such as washers, dry-
ers, water heaters, stoves, or motorized equipment; rocks, 
concrete, dirt, tires, soil, sod, tree stumps, free liquids, paint, 
motor oil, construction trash/renovation debris, combustibles, 
toxic or hazardous wastes, or any other material excluded 
from the disposal site or any applicable state or federal law 
as being hazardous or toxic (asbestos, paint or gasoline); all 
flammable products such as petro chemicals or propane tanks 
from barbeque grills, dead animals, fecal matter, manure , 
brick, landscaping timbers, friable Asbestos, lead acid/wet 
cell batteries, bio hazardous material, needles and ALL other 
medical waste.
